MOLACACHO is Willy Sanjuan & Juan Magan, two DJS & Producers based in the beautiful Mediterranean city of Barcelona (Spain). With different careers but joining a strong & deep love for the music they got first together for remixing the much club acclaimed “WELCOME TO THE JUNGLE” by Thick Dick (E-Smoove). They did the mix for the domestic release in Spain through Vendetta Records before the original track came out on Subliminal. Eddie Amador & Danny Tenaglia played to death the only 2 acetates MOLACACHO pressed. 

The first record they remixed together headed MOLACACHO guys to be nominated as remixers of the year by DJ1, one of the most important Dance Magazines in Spain.

Willy Sanjuan & Juan Magan also took part on the Applefunk feat. Alexis project, covering the legendary track “Can’t Fake The feeling” and being released through Chicayork Records in France, one of the labels belonging to Fafa Monteco from Superfunk. The double pack included an “Original Deep Mix” and a dance floor killer “Molacacho Dub Mix” which Tony Humphries has recently included in his last “United DJS of America” compilation.

Talking about the darker side of MOLACACHO they have also produced “RIO DE BARCELONA E.P.”, released last summer by ROYAL DRUMS in Paris. Three tribal tracks with dry percussions and a real fat sound that emerged from the studios that Willy & Juan own in Barcelona.

The last MOLACACHO work, beside of the individual productions of these guys, is the DAILY SPECIAL E.P. Two different tracks and a crazy acapella that relates a surreal after club cab journey. The track TONIGHT is a collaboration between Willy Sanjuan & Danny Marquez (DJ from Café MAMBO & Savanna in IBIZA) and based in Barcelona as well. This E.P. has been licensed by FLUENTIAL a division of DEFECTED RECORDS and included in DEFECTED SESSIONS 10 mixed by Full Intention & Smokin’ Jo 

Willy Sanjuan & Juan Magan are both rising very fast and have already become recognised DJS & Producers all over Spain. Expect more MOLACACHO’S tracks & remixes for the next upcoming months.
